CAMP 2010
This summer we were at work on
the streets; preaching in a soup
kitchen and counseling children
and families. Our largest activity
was a week of camp from Au-
gust 9th through the 14th, Camp
proved to be an effective tool
and we hope to grow this as-
pect of our ministry.

It was a lot of work. We had
about 80 campers including
children from a detention cen-
ter, a Christian orphanage and
a rough neighborhood with her-
oin and prostitution. To counsel these children we had 30 adults, many were foreigners who do not
speak Romanian. We were spread very thin trying fo run the administration of the camp and care
for the children, especially those with deep emotional problems.

Praise God the children were unaware of our stress. They had a good time. They enjoyed the
beautiful scenery, swam in the river, made friendships and heard the word of God several times a
day. We had several professions of faith. The most surprising profession was by a psychologist. She
is a young woman who was hired for government compliance.
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The two girls and the boy on the right were at our
camp. These four children live in an abandoned
building in Bucharest. Their parents all grew up on the
street. We helped their families prepare the building
for winter. Pray these kids stay healthy.

In June we had a picnic with children from a govern-
ment home for abandoned children.

NICK'S PROSTHETIC LEG
Nicu Dragan is a young man going to the Baptist
Seminary to get his Masters in Theology. He lost his
leg after it was burned in a house fire. We are rais-
ing money for a new prosthetic, it will cost about
$8,000. We have a video with him on facebook.

PROGRAM “ON TRACK"
This winter we are begging a program in the public
schools called On Track.

We will meet with the children once a week. Ses-
sions include a Bible lesson focused on the life of
Christ. We will also teach them math, writing and
science through exorcises and projects.

An important element will be guest speakers. Their
first objective will be fo teach lessons specific to
their profession. We will invite a dentist to teach
about teeth, a policeman to speak about the con-
sequences of crime etc. Their second objective will
be to encourage the children to do their best in
school. By exposing the children to productive
adults we hope fo raise their expectations, giving
them dreams of going to college and having a ca-
reer.

Pray for this program. We have the opportunity to
teach unchurched children scripture once a week
for half a school year. If On Track gets off on the
right frack we hope to be teaching hundreds of
unchurched children next year. To do this we need
God fo open doors with additional schools and
add staff. Our goal is to add two additional staff
this fall, to do this we will need to increase our
monthly support by $2,000 a month.

Summer camp will be an important element of this
program. We are scheduling two weeks of camp
for summer 2011. If this program takes off it will be
necessary for us to build our own camp.
